1. Introduction

The mission statement of the Town of Hamden's Office of HousiNgighborhood Development

(OHND): To provide critical financial, informational, and support resources to low and moderate income
Hamden residents seeking to improve their access to homeownership opportunities, the quality of their
housing, the viability atheir businesses, the usability and effectiveness of their shared community
facilities, and the cleanliness of their neighborhoods. In addition, OHND also established a system of
citizenbased performance assessment to ensure that the programs and sepfieged effectively

achieve the broad goals of the mission statement and meet the expectations of the community.

The goal of the U.S. Department of Urban Development's (HUD) community planning and development
programs is to develop viable communitiesgypviding decent housing, a suitable living environment,

and expanding economic opportunities principally fordamnd moderateincome persons. HUD has
recently supplemented its traditional goals with new points of emphasis: sustainable communities
focudng around transit oriented development. Over its history, the Community Development Block
Grant program has served as a critical tool in ending blight, encouraging developmenintdone
communities, and helping lift families from poverty.

The 20152019 Consolidated Plan represents in one document the Town's plan to pursue these overall
goals for all community planning and development in a manner consistent with both HUD's goals and
hlb5Uda YA&aaA2y aill GdSYSyldod ¢KS Lingitg peRoBriahcdih & hl b5 Q4
achieving these goals and ensuring effective use of the available resources.

Hamden receives funding as an entitlement community through the CDBG program on an annual basis.
This new document, the Annual Action Plan, covers the fipagitivities to be undertaken during the
July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017 Program Year (PY 42).

2. Summarize the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan

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An analysis of the nature of housing need in the 220%9 Consolidated Plan revealed that the
predominant cause of housing need in Hamden and across the region remains cost burden. In fact, the

Within the income group earning less than 30% of median faimiome, more than 85% (up from 75%)

of the households experience cost burden. Within the 31 to 50% of median income group, 84% (up from
72.7%) of the households have a cost burden. Even within the 51 to 80% of median income group, 60%
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As can be expected, as household income increases, the percentage of households with housing

problems and those with a cost burden decreases. As regional home prices continue to rise and tax and
utility rate increases have been imposed on Hamden residents, the financial housing burdens facing low

A review of the data presented in the 202819 Consolidated Plan showed that thenfits greatest

need is for more affordable rental and homeownership opportunities for extredasiyto low-income
households as well as programs to reduce housing cost burden. The PY 42 activities outlined in this
Annual Action Plan focuses attention anadis on this need.

3. Evaluation of past performance

This is an evaluation of past performance that helped lead the grantee to choose its goals or
projects.

OHND prepares a yearly Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) to document
and evaluate the Town's progress in achieving its Housing and Community Development Goals and
Objectives. According to the PY40 CAPER, the- 20138 Program Year was another productive one for

Town of Hamden's Housing and Community Development Program.

Goab were accomplished or exceeded, new programs were implemented, and the Community
Development target area's physical appearance continues to improve. Improved relations with Town
offices, local nosprofits, statewide organizations, and neighborhood groyigdded excellent results
during PY 40.

OHND continued to fund many public service agencies that provide essential services to the Town's low
to moderateincome residents and limited clientele and also provided technical support to individuals,
agenciesand organizations seeking to make a difference in the community. Additional outreach was
extended to public service agencies late in PY 39 to seek applicants for the PY 40 funding. This, in large
part, is the result of identified needs related to the holess, sukprime mortgage crisis, unemployment
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and other consequences of the economic downturn and its impact on Hamden residents and
neighborhoods. Specifically, the increase in potential homelessness was addressed by approving funding
in PY36, and additiml funding in PY37, PY38, PY39, and PY40 to Columbus House of New Haven, whose
homeless shelters house Hamden residents. In PY41 an additional homeless shelter has been funded.

Programs funded and activities undertaken during PY 40 (last year of o)dy#es consistent with the
Town's Consolidated Plan and met its stated housing and community development goals and objectives.
For the tenth consecutive year, the Town met the spending ratio maximum established by HUD. This
accomplishment comes after sewayears where the Town had a significant problem with its spending
ratio.

The Town's spending ratio at the May 2, 2015 HUD established deadline was .21, well below the 1.5%
maximum rate, and slightly below PY39. OHND has committed itself to the tinpepditure of funds.

The Hamden program is effectively expending CDBG funds in the delivery of activities, programs and
services to Hamden's lowo moderate income population. The Town has increased its outreach to the
community and encouraged citizen piaipation in the community development process.

The result of the program success, and in large part the depressed economy, and extended outreach has
developed waiting lists for nearly all CDB@ded programs, including Residential Rehabilitation and
Conmmercial Corridor Revitalization.

The Community Development Advisory Commission, a group of citizen volunteers appointedyteaiwo
terms to oversee and give guidance to the program management from a community perspective has
been very successful in guidithe program.

The Town has been making its plan documents, reports, applications, maps and more available to the
community in locations throughout Town and is posting information about Community Development
Programs and Accomplishments on the internehamdencommunitydevelopment.com.

The Town's Community Development web site has allowed the department to providew24

information to the public. The site links to the Town's main website for purposes of providing
information and application documenter Office of Housing and Neighborhood Development programs
directly over the web.

As in previous years, the Town strives to improve the financial management of the program's records, in
order to better reconcile the Town's financial information with @i&cial information contained within
HUD's IDIS system.

Department ofEconomic and Community Development.

DECD also offers a host of housing programs, includingifirsthomeownership assistance, which the Town plans to market along with our
Town sponsored housing programs.

State of Connecticut Department of Social Sewvice

The Department of Social Services administers support programs feloveigcome residents, including the State Rental Assistance Program
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and the State Section 8 Program, and supports homeless and transitional housing facilities. This Departmiéetsalsnding opportunities for
the development of service facilities and homeless shelters.

Connecticut Housing Finance Authority

The Connecticut Housing Finance Authority (CHFA) offers a variety of mortgage programs and housing rehabilitatiomnicams feligible
applicants.

Connecticut Housing Investment Fund

The Connecticut Housing Investment Fund (CHIF) offers a variety of housing rehabilitation and energy efficiency loame feligiule
applicants. CHIF funds can provide gap financing rebemleomplete rehabilitation projects that cannot be fully funded by the CDBG
Rehabilitation Program.

Neighborhood Revitalization Zone Program

Hamden has two Neighborhood Revitalization Zones, empowered by the Town and the State to create strategi¢rpfansement for their
respective communities. NRZ designation, and the completion of the planning process, makes these areas eligible tondingiypedierence
from various State agencies in support of their neighborhood revitalization efforts.

Conneticut Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services

The Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services supports various housing and support service programs to bemrefittheonphtal
illness or substance abuse problems.

If appropriate, describe publically owned land or property located within the jurisdiction that may be used to address tedse

The Town has used, and continues to use, land and property to the greatest extent possible to addnesslthidentified in the plan. In PY37,
OHND spearheaded and worked with Town offices, including the Mayor, to identify acvawad property for acquisition by Habitat for
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Humanity. This project allowed a lewcome family to purchase the home at a prlmgdow market value, with a deegkstriction for

affordability. The house is Energy Star rated and restored to historic standards as it was a forrodithernentury farmhouse. OHND also
worked with Neighborhood Housing Services to acquire a blighteani&family property in the target area in PY36. CDBG rehabilitation funds
were used in PY37 to leverage $260,000 to complete the rehabilitation. Once again, this project allowéadcanosvfamily to purchase the

home at a price below market value, Wia deedrestriction for affordability. In PY39, the Town sold vacant properties to Neighborworks New
Horizons to build affordable housing units in the Newhall neighborhood as a result of the Consent Order that remediatathatedasoil and
purchased ad demolished homes that were damaged as a result of the contamination settling. This effort to identify and use-@ubkdy
property or land to meet housing and community development needs will be continued during the strategy period.

The Community Services Department utilizes funds from both the Town of Hamden and the United

States Federal Emergency Management Agency to administer several programs designed to assist
persons of extremely low income and persons whpegience an emergency. The Department assists

both traditionally homeless individuals and individuals who are temporarily without shelter due to a

crisis situation, such as a fire.

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homedessons

The Community Services Department provides temporary shelter in the form of a voucher to local
motels. In addition, the Department provides referrals to regional shelters serving the needs of the
homeless.

Helping homeless persons (especially chically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that

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The Town of Hamden has a Fair Réammission and Fair Rent complaint process for residents who
have been given what they believe is an unreasonable or unconscionable rent increase by their landlord.

The Town has streamlined the Fair Rent process in order to make it more efficient fientesin such
situations.

Introduction

Actions planned to address obstacles to meagi underserved needs

The Town has worked to improve coordination of its social services for individuals with special needs by
taking a more comprehensive approach to Human Services and the Continuum of Care. Collaboration
between the Department of Economémid Community Development, the OHND, Community Services,
Elderly Services and various Regional Continuum of Care service providers has resulted in more efficient
and effective delivery of service.

Partnerships established over the past year have prowgitfdt in providing Hamden residents with
additional opportunities for funding and services.

Actions planned to foster and maintain affordable housing

A focus area that the Town is working on to create additional affordable housing opportunity is the
devebpment of partnerships with noprofit and notfor-profit housing agencies.

The Town will continue to collaborate with ngmofit housing developers such as Neighborhood
Housing Services, Neighborworks/New Horizons, Habitat for Humanity, New Haven HawverRemd

the Newhallville Housing Development Corporation on projects that result in affordable housing units
for all citizens. The Town will explore partnerships with other housing organizations to further housing
opportunities and will seek to leveragelditional funding opportunities for housing related programs.

Actions planned to reduce leabbased paint hazards

As required by the Connecticut State Agencies Lead Poisoning Prevention and Control regulations.
Sections 194.11-1 through 19a111-11, the Town of Hamden code enforcement entities, the
Quinnipiac Valley Health District and the Housing Code Enforcement Officer, are responsible for
enforcing appropriate lead paint abatement, where applicable. These regulations are considered,
applied, and aHered to throughout all rehabilitation projects.

The Quinnipiac Valley Health District (QVHD) provides educational counseling and distribution of
materials to extremely lowto moderateincome families with children six years of age and younger,

who have leen identified through a cooperative effort between QVHD, the Community Services
Department and daycare programs conducted in the M.L. Keefe Community Center located in southern
Hamden.

In the administration of its CDBi@nded Rehabilitation Program thieown assures that all units are
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rehabilitated in compliance with applicable lehdsed paint regulations. Therefore, during the Annual
Action Plan Year, all units rehabilitated where children under the age of six are or are expected to be
present will be ¢sted for leacbased paint and abated where necessafe Town is currently, and will
continue to, pursue additional funding to extend its lead awareness program and offer assistance to
property owners seeking to reduce lead hazards in homes.

Where feadile, Community Development Block Grant funds are used to assist extremelplow
moderateincome households in the reduction/abatement of lead paint hazards. Likewise, the Housing
and Community Development Department and Quinnipiac Valley Health D{QK¢iD) will apprise
homeowners of any State or Federal loan programs available for the removal of hazardous materials.

Actions planned to reduce the number of poveHgvel families

The Town of Hamden attempts to address the issue of poverty in its pigukarough the use of social

and supportive services. The Town supplements State and Federal resources with local funds and CDBG
funds for activities that meet specific identified needs. The private sector is a key resource for

addressing poverty in itsbdlity to create employment opportunities with a resultant increase in income.

In order to address poverty among groups where the incidence of poverty is highest, the Town has
utilized local funds and its limited CDBG funds for public service programsthtioe community
services and elderly services departments. These departments work with families and individuals in
poverty by providing referrals and assistance for shelter, fuel, food, utility costs, etc.

Job training and employment assistance to unesgpl and underemployed individuals will be provided

to enable them obtain "living wage" employment. By connecting job training to economic development
and providing supportive services the Town can move more families out of poverty. The Town has
placed adb Resource Counselor in the Office of Economic and Community Development. The Job
Resource Counselor will focus on local workforce development to ensure employee skill commensurate
with new jobs being created by economic development activity. The provigiaffordable child care to
working families is an important component in their transition from welfare or poverty tessgiport.

The provision of affordable housing and the reduction of housing cost burden will also address the issue
of families inpoverty.

Actions planned to develop institutional structure

Development.tlplays a major role in encouraging and supporting the activities of private angnudih
developers interested in the construction, reconstruction, and rehabilitation of affordable housing units.
During the strategy period, OHND will continue to prowadsistance for housing rehabilitation to
extremely low to moderateincome homeowners, and owners renting to o moderateincome
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families.

The Hamden Housing Authority will continue to administer its Section 8 Voucher and Certificate
programs and willook to expand its Rental Assistance Program as a means of promoting housing
opportunities for lowincome/elderly populations. It will also investigate the possibility of creating
additional housing resources. The Town has an active and supportive meldfiovith the Hamden
Housing Authority.

OHND, Hamden Housing Authority, Community Services Department, Elderly Services, Office of Planning
and Zoning, and Quinnipiac Valley Health District, function cooperatively to identify, evaluate and

address the hosing needs of the various populations discussed in this document. The Community
Services Department is the primary source for locating shelter for the homeless and subpopulations
identified. The Elderly Services Department provides care to elderly resitteptolong their ability to

remain selsufficient and independent. Hamden Housing Authority manages the public/elderly housing
complexes for the Town of Hamden. The Quinnipiac Valley Health District is instrumental in identifying
lead paint hazards refize to housing issues, and Planning and Zoning approves the location of new
construction and offers technical assistance to prospective developers.

Likewise, many of the supportive services offered to Hamden's extremelydanwoderateincome, and
elderly/disabled populations, will be delivered by nprofit organizations and agencies that receive
funding through the Community Development Block Grant.

The Town of Hamden offers its residents a wealth of supportive services that provide needy residents
with appropriate support. The system currently in place has been successful in regards to housing
extremely low to moderateincome populations. While the elderly and populations with special needs
are currently being served adequately, a gap exists betweeguasts for affordable housing and

available units.

Through OHND, the Town of Hamden will combat cost burden and housing problems of its extremely
low- to moderateincome populations. Furthermore, through the Residential Rehabilitation Program,
the number ¢ affordable units available will be expanded. Likewise, the Town of Hamden will support
the efforts of nonprofit and private developers who come forth with viable proposals to expand the
Town's affordable stock.

Actions planned to enhance coordination b&een public and private housing and social
service agencies

The Town of Hamden will continue to assist and work with the Hamden Housing Authorigrafin

and private developers, and the private industry in a cooperative effort to maximize resoureetedi

to affordable housing. The development of this type of relationship will serve to strengthen coordination
between the Town, the community and prospective developers in pursuit of affordable housing
construction and rehabilitation.
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OHND will continu¢o collaborate with local social service agencies to maximize efforts directed to the
expansion of affordable housing and supportive services. Through its Community Services Department
the Town of Hamden will maintain its involvement with the State Deparnt of Social Services.

Through this forum, it will continue to address common issues and concerns shared by local
governments, and pursue a resolution to these issues. The Community Services Department along with
the Economic and Community DevelopmenpBement, on behalf of the Town of Hamden, will

maintain an active role in Regional Workforce Organizations, through which representatives of local
governments develop strategies to enhance job training efforts, and promote the creation of a job
market whth suits the needs of industry. The Town will also become a more active participant in the
New Haven Continuum of Care network to gain better knowledge of the needs of the homeless and
special needs populations and the programs and activities availablédi@ss them.Likewise, through

its participation on the South Central Regional Council of Governments (SCRCOG), the Town of Hamden
is working with other jurisdictions to address the issues of housing, homelessness, and social services.
